Whilst 

we will strive for excellence of input which 

resources, the focus will be on 

engagement, not expert delivery, 

honouring the experience of all in the 

room. 

4.      Responsibility - All participants will 

aspire to be fully present and to be willing 

to be responsible for how they engage with 

others, with the material and with the 

conference.  Together, we aspire to honour 

the sense of being one family, where all are 

seen, heard and valued.
